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\Voyage charter: It is the most common. Under this method a ship is
chartered for a one-way voyage between specific ports with a specified
cargo at a negotiated rate of freight.

Time charter: the charterer hires the ship for a stated period of time, for a
specified round-trip voyage, or, occasionally, for a stated one-way voyage,
the rate of hire being expressed in terms of so much per ton deadweight
per month. Whereas on a voyage charter the owner bears all the expenses
of the voyage (subject to agreement about costs of loading and
discharging), on time charter the charterer bears the cost of bunkers and
stores consumed.

Bareboat charter: which is less frequently used in ordinary commercial
practice, the owner of the ship delivers it up to the charterer for the agreed
period without crew, stores, insurance, or any other provision. Contracts
can also be arranged on a lump sum basis, when an owner agrees to ship
a given quantity of a stated cargo from one port to another for a stated sum
of money.
